Be Ready for Pre-K
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How can you help your pre-K student? It starts this summer!
· Allow your child to dress him/herself (zipping and buttoning)
· Teach bathroom skills (zipping or buttoning pants, washing hands, cleaning up after him/herself).
· Ask your child to wait.

· Encourage your child to try things on his/her own before asking for help.

· Increase your child’s attention span by sitting and talking after dinner, doing puzzles, and reading. 
· Follow daily routines (breakfast, reading, dinner).
· Refer to calendars at home for special events.
· Play with play dough, sing songs together, count everything, draw and paint together, play board games, and cook together.
*Read and talk about books with your child for 15 minutes everyday this summer, and log your reading together on your reading log.  Students who turn in completed reading logs in the first week of school will receive a reward!

All parents are encouraged to take an active role in their child’s education.  You were their first teacher.  You will remain your child’s primary teacher throughout his/her life.  Please consider volunteering some of your time and expertise in the classroom.  We are looking forward to working with you and your child this year.
